School Board Attorney, Mr. Rob Dodig, noted that this committee is subject to the Florida Sunshine
Law. He stated that these meetings are advertised, that the agenda has to be posted at least 48 hours in
advance; and that the meetings are open to the public. Members cannot talk (among themselves/outside
of the meeting — whether it be face-to-face; phone; email; text; twitter, etc.) about items that may be
coming up for a vote. Mr. Dodig noted that for voting purposes, the primary representative is able to
vote and the alternate can only vote if the primary representative is absent (only one vote per school).
He stated that minutes of the meeting do not need to be verbatim, just a general summary, including
attendance and voting. Mr. Dodig noted that all agendas, minutes, reports, communication and surveys
need to be maintained. He also noted that these meetings use parliamentary procedures (Robert’s Rules)
by making motions and the voting process. He stated that this committee does not need a quorum to
meet and vote. Per a student’s request, Mr. Dodig noted that he would provide a basic Robert’s Rules
summary.
